The Ministry of Development has se-
lected FCC Construccion, in a joint
venture, to build the new Vigo railway
station and the last section of the sta-
tion access from the mouth of the tun-
nelling work on Isaac Peral Street, for

a total of over 75 million euros.

The tender includes the railway por-
tion of the job, with the construction
of the underground level providing ac-
cess to the AVE high-speed train, whi-
ch will have six tracks and four 400-
metre-long rail beds, affording room

for nine trains at once, and the termi-
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nal building designed by US architect
Thom Mayne. The job also includes
a 40,000-square-metre plaza on the

roof of the future railway complex.

Murcia Social Integration Centre opened

The Centre is located adjacent to the Provincial Prison and was built by FCC
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The Secretary-General of Penitentiary Institutions, Mercedes Gallizo, during the Social Integration Centre opening ceremony

The new Guillermo Miranda Gonzélez
de Echavarri Social Integration Centre,
built by FCC Construccién, is located
on the road to Mazarron, adjacent to the
Provincial Prison. The social integration
centre was opened on 7 April last by
Secretary-General of Penitentiary Ins-
titutions, Mercedes Gallizo Llamas, in
the presence of the Central Govern-
ment Deputy in Murcia, Rafael Gonzalez
Tovar, the chairman of SIEP (the state
penitentiary infrastructure company),
Angel Martinez Sanjuan, and other high-
ranking dignitaries of the region.

Social integration centres are establish-
ments intended basically as places
where convicts can serve out open pri-
son terms and weekend detention sen-
tences. The activity in social integration
centres is meant to strengthen the social

integration capacities of the people who
are interned there, by running activities
and treatment programmes designed
to ease inmates’ re-entry into the social

environment.

This new centre is laid out in the shape

of a comb, with the dormitory buildings
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and the production workshop set per-
pendicular to the service building. In
the spaces thus created between buil-
dings lie an athletic field and a number

of small gardens.

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Contract for a total of 30 million euros

Through its Austrian subsidiary ALPINE,
FCC has won a contract to build two
sections of the Pan-European Corridor

in Serbia, with an investment of 30 mi-

llion euros. The Serbian government has
organised a company to manage the
contract, while the World Bank will be

financing the project.

The contract includes the 5.8-kilometre-
long bypass around the city of Dimitro-
vgrad and another 8.6-kilometre-long
section of road that goes as far as the
border with Bulgaria. All in all, 15 kilome-
tres of road will have to be built, together
with seven bridges of lengths ranging
between 50 and 500 metres. Construc-
tion is scheduled to be completed in two

years.

The station will be turned into one of Hungary’s most modern stations

FCC’s Austrian subsidiary, ALPINE, has
recently secured the contract to build the
central bus station in Hatvan, Hungary.
The contract was signed during a cere-
mony that boasted the presence of
Prime Minister Gordon Bajnai, Mayor
Zsolt Ersek, the general manager of the

Hatvan bus company, Csaba Uti, and

The new bus station will become one of
the most modern such facilities in Hun-
gary. It will have two levels, and the bus
arrival and departure areas will be ro-

rrounded by a green area spreading over
approximately 5,500 square metres.

Spain’s Minister of Development visits FCC’s Las
Duehas-Muros construction site

The job is a newly designed, 8.3-kilometre-long section of dual carriageway with two separate
roadways

The Minister of Development, José
Blanco, accompanied by the Central
Government’s deputy in Asturias, Anto-
nio Trevin, the head of the Infrastructure
Department of the Principality of Astu-
rias, Francisco Gonzalez Buendia, and
other local authorities, plus FCC Chair-
man Baldomero Falcones and Avelino
Acero, general manager of FCC Cons-
truccién, went to the Las Duefias/Muros
del Nalén section of the A-8 Cantabrian
Motorway in Asturias on 10 April last to
supervise construction. The Ministry of
Development has allocated more than
150 million euros to this section.

The work consists in a section of newly
designed dual carriageway 8.3 kilo-
metres long. The section has separate
roadways that lie in the municipal limits
of Cudillero and Pravia, running nearly

parallel to road N-632 to the south. The
layout is designed to connect the Muros

de Nalén and Lamuiio junctions.

The most interesting parts of this sec-
tion of road are five viaducts (la Concha
de Artedo, Santa Ana, San Juan, Pifiera
and Santa Olaya), measuring between
160 and 1,188 metres in length, and two
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tunnels (San Juan and Somado), desig-
ned as double tunnels whose lengths
vary between 221 metres for San Juan
Tunnel on the northern roadway and
501 metres for Somado Tunnel on the
southern roadway.

FCC breaks through second Terrassa Tunnel tube

Mr. Nadal and Mayor Pere Navarro witnessed the event

On 13 April last FCC concluded the
excavation work on Terrassa Tunnel,
which had to be done with the second
TBM. The event took place in the pre-
sence of the head of the Department of
Public Works and Territorial Policy of the
regional government of Catalonia, Joa-
quin Nadal, Terrassa Mayor Pere Nava-
rro and several executive officers from
the Department of Public Works and

Territorial Policy, the company Gestié
d’Infraestructuras S.A. (GISA), and the
builders that are partnered with FCC in

the joint venture.

There are two parallel 3,150-metre-long
tunnels with an excavation diameter of
6.9 metres. They are sheathed with 30-
centimetre-thick concrete segments of

tunnel lining and connected to one ano-
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Tunnel break-through

ther by eight smaller cross-tunnels who-
se walls are shotcrete over a structure of
wire mesh and trusses. The excavation
cuts through a widely varying range of
terrain types formed in the Quaternary
period and the Miocene epoch, where
clay and silt predominate, dashed spo-

radically with sand and gravel.

FCC participates in Green Public Procurement

Workshop

Organised by the Ministry of the Natural, Rural and Marine Environment

The Workshop on Green Public Procure-
ment was held on 22 April last in Madrid.
The workshop was organised by the Mi-
nistry of the Natural, Rural and Marine En-
vironment and opened by the Secretary of

State for Climate Change, Teresa Ribera.

In her speech, Secretary of State Ribera

said that the average amount that gover-

nment spends on products, services and
construction amounts to between 16 and
18% of the Gross Domestic Product. Go-
vernment therefore has vast potential for

mobilizing a market of green products.

Some good government practices were
presented at the workshop. Stress was

laid on the environmental and economic
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benefits of green public procurement
and its relationship with policy on sustai-
nable consumption and production. FCC
took part with a speech titled “Social and
Environmental Responsibility in Public

Investment”.

Occupational Risk Management at FCC Construccion

The Construction business is often targe-
ted when the topic of occupational risks
and accidents is discussed. The cons-
truction business entails certain aspects
which set it apart from and make it more
complex than fixed industries as regards
organization and occupational risk pre-

vention.

Despite this, prevention-related impro-
vements can however be achieved by
taking action in a specific direction. FCC
Construccion has been carrying out an
active policy in this field since the early
seventies through its former Safety De-

partment, now its Prevention Service.

Far before the Prevention Law of 1995
entered into effect, systems, procedures
and manuals aimed at improving cons-
truction site safety conditions, reducing
hazardous situations and reducing the
number of accidents had already been

implemented.

On a Quality Management System adhe-
ring to Standard ISO 9001 being imple-
mented at our Company, an Occupational
Risk Prevention Management procedure

was incorporated, comprising an inse-
parable part of all others, as a integrated
part of FCC Construccion management.
This meant a qualitative leap forward,
which, combined with the requirements
of the 1995 Law, made it necessary to
bolster the Prevention Service’s human
and material means to fully meet legal

standards.

Integrating prevention-related matters
into daily activity (planning, procurement,
subcontracting) has led to a remarkable
improvement in the safety situation on
our construction sites, and for over twen-
ty years, to a sustained reduction of the
accident figures, which are currently at le-
vels three times lower than the nationwide
average and around 35-40% lower than
the SEOPAN average. This reduction has
not been solely among our own person-
nel, but also among that of the subcon-
tracted companies.

The improvement in the management
system, which has passed several ex-
ternal audits compulsory under law and
which has been awarded and renewed
OHSAS 18000 certification, has been
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due to a combination of factors driving
it in one same direction: the Company
Management’s involvement at all levels,
that of the engineers and officials in char-
ge on the construction sites, as well as
the involvement of the workers and the
continuing action of the Prevention Ser-

vice technicians.

The instructional measures so as to avail
of the training and skills necessary for
the different jobs are also a major fac-
tor, in conjunction with the on-site use of
suitable protection systems, adhering to
standards, and advanced construction
systems which incorporate protective

measures or eliminate risks.

This effort must continue, given that pre-
vention can never come to a standstill, as
accidents are always waiting to happen.
Although the index levels are low (at the
fixed industry level or even lower), they
must be kept at their current levels, at-
tempting to lower them even further, al-

beit slowly.

Does not achieve these accident rate
figures merely by chance, but rather as
a result of many years of hard, dedicated
work on the part of the entire organization.
This is the key to the success achieved,
although as long as accidents continue
happening, we cannot be fully satisfied.
We have come a long way along the
right road, and we must keep on forging

ahead.
